Shot

Introduction
Shot are round or tear-dropped shaped pieces of 
metal that are typcially used to weigh quantities of 
other alloys. Examples include:  filling vapor deposition 
crucibles or filling anode baskets with indium for 
electroplating.  

For tear-dropped shaped shot, the typical diameter 
of the body is approximately 1/8” (3.175mm) and 
the length of the tail can vary depending on various 
parameters, such as the surface tension of the alloy. 

Round shot is used to maximize the pack density 
in deposition crucibles by 15-20%. This option can 
increase throughput by decreasing downtime caused by 
source materials depletion.

Alloys/Materials
Shot are available in most alloys.
 

Packaging
Shot are typically packaged in jars according to weight 
and backfilled with argon. Custom packaging is available.

Storage and Handling
Shot should be stored in a dry environment at or below 
room temperature.
